
INFORMATION SHEET 
 
CAMP LOCATION:  Sierra Bible Camp is located on Highway 89 just outside of Canyondam, CA 
at the end of Lake Almanor.  Turn on to Seneca Road and to the left you will see the camp sign.  
SBC is located in the mountains at about 4,000 feet so mornings and evenings can be cold. 
 
WHAT TO BRING:  (Be SURE to MARK all belongings with your full name) 
Bible  Sleeping bag and/or   Insect repellant  Comb, brush, soap 
Pencil  blankets (2 or more)  Deodorant, etc.  Toothbrush, etc. 
Paper, notepad Chapstick   Toiletry items  Towels, washcloths 
Bed sheets are furnished.  Please do not bring electric blankets or electric equipment (this 
includes: MP3/CD players, cell phones, video handheld games, etc.).  Musical instruments for 
campfire/talent show time are acceptable. 
 
CLOTHING:  (Remember no clothes washing facilities are available at camp so you will need 
clothes for 7 days). 
dress clothes for church/banquet pants or slacks  sweat shirt 
sturdy shoes (at least 2 pairs)  tops and blouses underwear 
socks (at least 8 pairs)   sweater   swim suit 
warm coat    water shoes  hiking shoes 
Modesty, practicality and neatness govern clothing worn at camp.  Miniskirts, short shorts, bare 
midriff, loose tanktops and T-shirts with inappropriate messages are unacceptable attire for a 
Christian camp and will not be allowed. 
 
MEDICATIONS:  Please bring any medication you are presently taking.  It will be given to the 
nurse for safekeeping and will be dispensed by the nurse when needed.  No illegal drugs or 
alcohol is allowed.  Violators will be subject to local regulations. 

VERY IMPORTANT.  Camp insurance is provided only for those who do not have any other 

insurance resources.  Your signature on the camp application is considered a release to use your 
insurance for primary care.  Please check with your insurance carrier to determine what 
coverage you have in the Lake Almanor area.  If you are using the camp insurance policy, a 

$25 fee will be charged to camp for each clinic visit, reimbursement to the camp is expected. 

 
EXTRA MONEY:  A maximum of $20.00 is suggested for expenditures at the canteen.  Your 
camp fee includes a T-shirt and arts and crafts materials. 
 
VISITORS:  Parents will be welcome Sunday for Worship services.  Meals will be served to 
visitors at reasonable prices.  No facilities are available for overnight guests.  There are public 
campgrounds nearby.  Non-campers are not permitted in camp during the week unless they have 
secured permission of the director. 
 
HEALTH AND RECREATION:  A nurse will be in attendance at all times.  Campers should have 
a recent tetanus shot.  A lifeguard will be on duty during all swimming times.  All recreation is 
supervised.  There is no poison oak at Sierra Bible Camp.  NO TOBACCO, ALCOHOL, OR ILLEGAL 
DRUGS WILL BE PERMITTED AT CAMP. VIOLATORS WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE CAMP.  Parents 
will be required to pick up their child within 12 hours of notification or make 

arrangements. 
 
ARRIVAL/PICK-UP:  We ask campers to arrive no earlier than 1:00 pm the first day of camp 
and to make sure someone is there to pick him or her us by 10 am the last day.  We must 
clear the property by that time.  Campers will NOT be released until CAMP IS CLEAN AND 
CLEARED by the Camp Caretaker.
